* Scan the area before you exit or approach your vehicle/building and while you proceeds between sites.

* Have your key ready in hand to quickly access the door of your vehicle/building.

* |If strangers approach, maintain a distance and be observant; if they are in a vehicle, get the license plate number.

* Lock doors and windows of your room/building. Don't prop open doors,

* Think ahead about what you would do under dire circumstances. Try to get a description.
